Cabinet Member for Communities, Cllr Alex Sawyer said: “We need to make sure 

that properties are allocated to those people with the highest level of need and we 

are re-designing our banding system to do that. The new Act also allows us to make 

more use of private sector properties for local people. 

“Before we can go ahead with any changes to the policy we need to hear from local 

people. This is your chance to influence how we allocate homes to local people that 

need them most.”
